Following the recent meeting on the 154h July held at the Tongham Community Centre in which Bewley Homes outlined their development proposal for approximately 400 new homes on the land south of Ash Lodge Drive, Ash. Residents wishing to write to the Council must wait until a planning application and number have been assigned, as any objections made with the council before this has been issued will not be counted. AGRA will be addressing this matter in further depth and will be asking each member of the household as there is no minimum age requirement to send a letter to the planning department.
