3. Dog Mess
In response to problems around dog mess in the area, we thought you might be interested to read the following from Pete Burnage our Dog Warden.
In March, a £50 Fixed Penalty Notice was issued by the Dog Warden to a dog walker in the alleyway which runs between Ash Street and Ash Lodge Drive. The dog was witnessed fouling within metres of the gate to the Walsh Junior School.  The owner failed to clean it up and walked off. Failure to immediately clean up after your dog is a Criminal offence under the ‘Dogs (fouling of land) Act 1996’. People who do not pay the £50 fixed penalty within 14 days or those who commit further offences will face prosecution. If found guilty by the Magistrates , they will receive fines up to £1000 and a criminal record.

Contact with dog mess can cause illnesses such as stomach bugs, vomiting and diarrhoea but the most serious disease is called toxocariasis. This can cause flu-like symptoms and in severe cases, permanent damage to eyesight or blindness. Those most at risk are young children.

The Dog Warden has recently been spraying the dog mess in this alleyway fluorescent yellow. This quite literally highlights the amount of fouling and also indicates when fresh faeces are being left. 

There are TWO dog waste bins and TWO litter bins in this alleyway alone and these are well used by the majority of dog owners for disposing of their dog waste.  

Residents are reminded that they can report people who do not clean up after their dogs to the Dog Warden on 01483 444765. Personal details are kept confidential.

5. Anti-Social Behaviour
Sgt Alison Adams reports that the local Safer Neighbourhood Team has recently seen an upsurge of anti-social behaviour in the village of Ash Wharf, which has included a small number of local teenagers, disrupting the quality of life of residents. 
 

Behaviour has included members of the public being intimidated by swearing and abusive language along with damage being caused to a motor vehicle parked locally, stones being thrown at windows and damage to fence panels, which were kicked and broken beyond repair. Incidents of this nature have caused local residents and shoppers to be alarmed and fearful.
 

Arrests have been made, and bail curfews have been put in place, which has restricted the movements of some teenagers from 5pm onwards, daily.  
 

The policing team are not prepared to tolerate the poor behaviour of a minority of individuals who are affecting the quality of life in a neighbourhood. The team will continue to work alongside partner agencies and the local community to deliver short and long-term initiatives to combat this issue.

6. Welcome New Youth Worker To Ash

“Hi, I’m Steve and I’m really pleased to be joining Ash Youth team.  I’m looking forward to a new challenge and working in Ash and for GYMCA. I qualified as a Youth Offending Team Officer in 2011 and have been working in the Hart and Rushmoor area of Hampshire for the last 9 years, prior to that I worked at Feltham Youth Offenders Institute for 2 years and in between this working part-time for Hampshire Youth service. 

We are looking to start an open access session at Ash Youth Centre on a Friday evening and project work on a Thursday evening. We hope to kick this off with a 12 week trampoline project starting in May. This will continue with young people making decisions on what project based activities they would like to do on a Thursday evening.

I’m looking forward to the challenge of working with a new group of young people and local community workers, and to meeting all of you in due course.
